especially dangerous.

e Do NOT go to shore to

observe currents and

waves.

e Be prepared to receive

notifications from

Alertable.

Advisories are issued due to
’ the threat of a tsunami that
nas the potential to
oroduce strong currents
dangerous to those in or
near the water.

ADVISORY

The only danger is to people
in the water or very near
INFORMATION the shoreline. Significant

STATEMENT inundation (flooding) is not
expected for areas under
an Advisory, but coastal
zones may be at risk of
strong currents.
